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Providing recovery-based services that focus on substance use  

while addressing contributing factors of trauma, mental health, and family systems.  

Passages to Recovery, Inc. provides Drug and Alcohol treatment services to individuals in the 

community and those involved with the criminal justice system.  Passages- Residential Treatment 

Facility is in West Homestead, PA at 225 W. Seventh Ave, West Homestead, PA 15120. Formerly 

known as The Program for Offenders, Inc., we currently serve men and women through individual 
and group psychotherapy. All information in this report represents data collected from January 1, 

2022, through December 31, 2022. 

During the reporting year 2022, 121 unduplicated clients were admitted to inpatient residential 

treatment services. The breakdown of participation for this reporting year 2022 are as follows 106 

clients newly admitted to treatment in 2022, 15 clients were 2021 admits with an average length of 

treatment of approximately 86 days.  

In the reporting period 2022, 80% of residents were referred by the Dept of Corrections (DOC), 

11% were Diversion, 6.5% self admits and less than 1% were referred from another county or from 

Federal Probation.   

Of the 121 clients 77% report having a high school diploma, 6% report having a GED, 9% report not 

completing formal education, 4% report some college courses, and less than 4% did not report. 

42% of residents were successfully paroled from the program during this reporting year, 7% of 

residents who self-admitted after parole successfully completed treatment, 20% escaped from 

treatment, 13% had a revocation back to a correctional facility, 10% left AMA, 8% were discharged 

for other reasons (unsuccessful, behavioral discharge, detained by another authority) 

During reporting period 2022, 10% reported alcohol as the primary drug of choice, 36% report 

opioids, 11% reports cannabis, 10% report cocaine, 8% sedatives, 26% report other substances 

and 82% of the total number self-report co-occurring mental health disorders.  

The demographic make-up of Passages Inpatient was as follows, 69% identify as Caucasian, 29% 

identify as African American, and 2% report as other racial group not specified.  The average age of 

participant at intake is 37 years of age and 98% insured through Medicaid and 2% reported some 

other form of payment (county funding).  Participant gender identity 61 female, 60 male.  

The continuation of the COVID 19 pandemic has had continuing effect on the admissions, 

completion, retention and accessing community resources necessary for successful treatment for 

clients.           

Passages to Recovery, Inc. generated an income of $4,579,979 and total expenses of $4,492,575 for 

the fiscal year 2022.
